4.2.x Pager Mode Messaging
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1. Bob and Tom want to communicate using an Instant Messages Service, in a pager mode (e.g. session-less).
2. Bob is the sender, and he sends “Hi” to Tom, the receiver, by first forwarding the message to the SIP/IP Core.
3. The SIP/IP Core forwards the message, based on the given information such as addressing and requested service information (e.g. initial filter criteria due to MESSAGE SIP Method) to the IM Server.

4. The IM Server processes the request, and may apply business logic. In this use cases, there is no prohibition on sending the instant message to Tom.
5. The valid message is sent to the SIP/Core to be propagated to the designated destination Tom.

6. Tom received the message sent initially from Bob, from the SIP/IP Core.

7. Tom responds successfully to the SIP/IP Core.

8. The SIP/IP Core responds successfully to the IM Server.

9. The IM Server responds successfully to the SIP/IP Core.

10. The SIP/IP Core finally responds to the sender Bob.

Notes: 

· SIP Core is represented as a single network element for brevity. 

· The 2nd part of the flow is symmetric from the other side, e.g. Tom becomes the sender (in fact “replying”) to Bob, the receiver. This is a totally new IM transaction. It might as well be in the same direction of the 1st message (i.e. from Bob to Tom).
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
