4.2.x Chat
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Chat Initiation:
1. Bob, Tom and Alice want to using an Instant Messages Service. Bob will host this, but it can be hosted on the IM Server as well.

2. Bob invites Tom and Alice by sending invitation to the IM server, specifying their URLs.

3. The IM Server forwards the invitation to Tom.

4. Tom opens the MSRP media connection and visits the chat room (hosted by Bob).

5. Bob acknowledges using MSRP to Tom.

6. Tom, having set up the connection, now answers to the IM Server.

7. The IM Server forwards this answer to the host Bob.

8. Bob then completes the invitation by sending ACK to the IM Server.

9. This ACK is propagated to Tom.  

10. Steps 3-9 are repeated for Alice. Now chat is set up.

Chatting:
11. Each participant (or host) can chat to all members. Here Alice sends a message using MSRP SEND to the host Bob.

12. Bob is forwarding the message to Tom. This step should be iterated for each participant. So the host shared the message with all participants.
13. Tom acknowledges in MSRP the message.

14. Bob acknowledges in MSRP to the original sender, Alice. 
Chat Termination:

15. Each participate as well as the host can terminate his session. A participant just leaves the chat, and unless there less than two participants the chat room remains.

16. Here the host is leaving by issuing BYE to the IM Server. 
17. The IM Server forwards the BYE to Tom.

18. Tom responds to the IM Server.

19. The IM Server forwards the response to the host Bob.

20. Steps 17-19 are repeated for Alice.

Notes: 

· SIP/IP Core omitted for brevity. Notice it is not used in the MSRP path at all! 

· MSRP: prefix is used to designate the media MSRP connection (rather than the SIP/SIMPLE signalling path).

· At the conversation termination, the MSRP connection is teared down
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
