4.2.x Presence Usage

Registration:

1. Bob registers his UE by sending REGISTER to the SIP/IP Core.

2. The SIP/IP Core forwards the REGISTER to the proper Presence Server (e.g. by consulting the HSS).

3. The Presence Server responds successfully to the SIP/IP Core.
4. The SIP/IP Core forwards the REGISTER to the proper IM Server. This can be result of initial filter criteria for the SIP REGISTER method or other means. 

5. The IM Server responds successfully to the SIP/IP Core.

6. The SIP/IP Core responds successfully to Bob.

Presence Usage – Offline Messaging: 

7. The IM Server subscribes to the presence information of Bob in the Presence Server (is Bob is “registered”). This is done for presence usage by the IM Server.

8. The Presence Server responds successfully.

9. The Presence Server follows with an immediate notification to the IM Server, with the presence information of Bob.

10. The IM Server responds to the Presence Server.

11. Tom, an online buddy of Bob, can only use offline messaging to Bob, because Bob is still offline in the IM application. The IM server, aware of the presence information can handle pager mode messaging through the IM Server, according to local policy (such as store the message) knowing that the recipient Bob is offline.
Presence Usage – Online Messaging: 

12. Bob wants to e available for IM, so sends a PUBLISH request to the SIP/IP Core indicating he is available for IM.

13. The Presence Server forwards the publication to the Presence Server.

14. The Presence Server responds to the SIP/IP Core.

15. The SIP/IP Core forwards the message to Bob.

16. As the IM Server subscribed to Bob Presence information, the Presence Server sends a notification to the SIP/IP Core targeting the watching IM Server.

17. The SIP/IP Core forwards the notification to the IM Server.

18. The IM Server responds to the SIP/IP Core.

19. The SIP/IP Core responds to the Presence Server.

20. As Tom is an authorized watcher of Bob, the Presence Server notifies him as well through the SIP/IP Core. 

21. The SIP/IP Core forwards the notification to Tom.

22. Tom responds to the SIP/IP Core.

23. The SIP/IP Core responds to the Presence Server.

24. Now Tom is aware that Bob is online and plans immediate communication using IM. As the IM server is aware of this, he can apply local policy such as immediate delivery. In addition the IM Server may send indication, or deliver previous messages sent while Bob was offline (step 11 above).

Notes: 

· In step 4 alternative means can be used to deliver the registration information to the IM Server. One of which may be usage of registration information event package [RFC3680], by the IM Server on the Presence Server.
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
