4.2.x GLMS Usage
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Registration:

1. Bob registers his UE by sending REGISTER to the SIP/IP Core.

2. The SIP/IP Core forwards the REGISTER to the proper IM Server. This can be result of initial filter criteria for the SIP REGISTER method or other means. 

3. The IM Server responds successfully to the SIP/IP Core.

4. The SIP/IP Core responds successfully to Bob.

5. The IM Server subscribes to the IM related GLMS information, such as IM blocked list, using “xcap-change” event-package [XCAP-PACKAGE]. 

6. The GLMS responds successfully.

7. The GLMS follows with an immediate notification to the IM Server, with the list information for Bob. This is a full state list [PARTNOT].
8. The IM Server responds to the Presence Server.

GLMS Usage:
9. Tom can freely send IM to Bob, as the IM server is aware of Bob blocked list, and Tom is not blocked.

10. Bob manipulates the GLMS IM block list (e.g. in XCAP) and adds Tom to his IM blocked list.

11. The GLMS acknowledges the block.

12. The IM Server, subscribed to Bob IM Blocked list with “xcap-change” event packages (step 5), and gets the IM blocked list modification of adding Tom.

13. IM Server responds to the GLMS.

14. Tom continues to send IM to Bob, and sends a MESSGAE targeted to Bob to the SIP/IP Core.

15. The SIP/IP Core forwards the MESSAGE to the IM Server.

16. However, Tom is now blocked in the IM Server when he tries to message Bob, as the IM server is aware of the current IM blocked list  of Bob. The IM Server sends a decline to the SIP/IP Core.

17. And the SIP/IP Core forwards this decline to the sender, Tom. 

Notes: 

· In step 2 alternative means can be used to deliver the registration information to the IM Server. One of which may be usage of registration information event package [RFC3680], by the IM Server on the Presence Server.

· In steps 16-17 Tom is aware of the block, so refrains from sending additional messages. Note that Bob is not bothered by them (only the IM Server). 
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
