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1 Reason for Change

OMA IMPS base protocols allow potentially any content type and size to be transported, the only limitations are due to implementations.

It is foreseen, that different client implementations will have different capabilities in terms of supported content types and message sizes. Therefore, messaging capabilities supported by clients will be very heterogeneous.


For charging and interconnection purposes, Operators and Service Providers would like to be able to define the boundaries of.what the clients are able to send in terms of allowed content types and maximum message sizes.

In order to provide this functionality, it is required that the server be able to override some of the client messaging capabilities, if the Service Provides wishes to do so.

This proposal does not intend to solve the content interoperability issue that has been raised in the working group.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

IMPS 1.1/1.2 products that support rich content may be affected by this CR, as they will not be able to do the negotiations proposed in the section 6 of this document.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1 Maximum message content size allowed by Service Provider
The Operator or Service Provider SHALL have the ability to define the maximum message content size allowed to be sent by a client within a session, if the Operator or Service Provider chooses to do so.
6.2 Content types allowed by Service Provider
The Service Provider SHALL have the ability to define the list of content types allowed to be sent by a client within a session, if the Operator or Service Provider chooses to do so. 

Possible content types are those defined in the MMS Conformance Document (OMA-MMS-CONF-v1_2-20040219-C). 

Note: MMS conformance document should be added as a reference in the RD
6.3 Maximum number of attachments in one message allowed by Service Provider

The Operator or Service Provider SHALL have the ability to define the maximum number of attachments allowed to be sent by a client in a single message within a session, if the Operator or Service Provider chooses to do so.
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
