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1 Reason for Change

We wish to align the requirements in the normative section with the requirements defined in the Operational and User Experience requirements in the informative section of the delta RD.

Chapter 6.1: The original document did not include the actual goal of the contribution – segmenting lists – as normative requirements. These have been added there based on the use cases. Also, some of the existing requirements have been shuffled around.

Chapter 6.3: Some requirements have been re-worded from user point of view to protocol point of view.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1 Low memory clients

6.1.1 General

· The protocol SHALL allow retrieval of long lists in parts. These lists include:

· Contact lists,

· Block/grant lists,

· Group lists (joined users’ list, access list, reject list),
· Presence lists (authorization list, attribute list, presence update, watcher list),

· The solution SHALL be able to handle both uploads and downloads.

· It is NOT RECOMMENDED that the solution addresses instant messages.

6.1.2 Security

· The solution SHALL NOT create any security hole in the IMPS session.

6.1.3 Charging

· No new requirements.

6.1.4 Administration and configuration

· 
· The protocol SHALL allow the client to negotiate with the SAP the custom message size based on the client’s memory size.

6.1.5 Usability

· The solution SHALL address all transport bindings that OMA IMPS supports.

6.1.6 Interoperability

· 
· The solution SHALL NOT create any interoperability issue in the IMPS protocols.

6.1.7 Privacy

· The passed content, data and other associated information SHALL be as secure as the IMPS session.

6.2 Advanced search

· The IMPS protocol search functionality SHALL be able extended with  basic logical relationships (AND, OR, NOT) as well as any level of nesting in the search criteria.
· The new functionality SHALL NOT be a separate function – the original search transactions SHALL be extended – the elements in the current search transaction can be easily utilized to support both search models without defining new transactions.
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
