6.1.5   Interoperability

	Iop-6
	The Interworking Function SHALL support IM service interoperability between servers based on SIMPLE and IMPS.

	Iop-7
	The Interworking Function s SHALL allow users to access their contact list from either an IMPS-based IM client or a SIMPLE-based IM client.

	Iop-9
	A contact list SHALL be able to communicate Presence information about all the members of the list independently of whether they use an IMPS or SIMPLE presence client.

	Iop-10
	Presence Information communicates from a SIMPLE-based system SHALL be appropriately mapped to a relevant presence transaction in IMPS.

	Iop-11
	The Interworking Function SHALL support the ability of users to manage their own contact lists from devices based on either SIMPLE or IMPS protocols.

	Iop-12
	The Interworking Function SHALL support Group Management features in a way to be able to acknowledge the outcome of a request (to modify in some way a contact list) with a success or failure independently of the protocol (either SIMPLE or IMPS) that the Group Management application is based on.

	Iop-13
	The Interworking Function SHALL support the OMA standardized Group Management features of SIMPLE and IMPS-based systems.


6.1.6   Privacy

	Prv-5
	The Interworking function SHALL not compromise the chosen identity of the user using either SIMPLE or IMPS-based services.
