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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes a recommended workaround for the Add Contact By MSISND use case.  This workaround is based on the experience of OZ from current service deployments of solutions based on the OMA IMPS 1.2 specifications.

5 Recommendation

The MWG-IM group should analyse the workaround presented in this CR and accept it for inclusion in the 1.2 BCP.

13.2 Problem Analysis

The use case is an extension of the Add Contact by UserID use case.  It mandates additional steps in the scenario where the adding user provides a MSISDN instead of a userID when adding a user to his contact list.

The use case already provides an implementation suggestion for the workaround based on the search functionality of OMA IMPS 1.2.  This approach has been used in the workaround presented here.

13.3 Recommended Workaround

13.3.1 Client Behavior

When a user tries to add a contact based on a MSISDN the client must start by performing a search based on the MSISDN.  The client sends a SearchRequest to the server with search criteria of USER_MOBILE_NUMBER.

The server returns the search result to the client.  In the case where no userID was found the client must report that result to the end-user.  In the case where a userID was found the client must automatically add the user to the contact list using the returned userID.

If no nickname has been provided by the end-user at the start the client must set the nickname to the MSISDN used in the search.

The rest of the use case is covered by the Add Contact By UserID use case and corresponding workaround.
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The client may implement this functionality from the mobile handset phonebook.

13.3.2 Server Behaviour

The server must support MSISDN based search.  The server must put the MSISDN entered by the user into canonical form before performing the search.

13.3.3 Other Considerations

OMA IMPS 1.2 does not specify wildcard searches and USER_MOBILE_NUMBER searches do not support substring searches.  Therefore the search result will never contain more results then one as long as the server  maintains a uniqueness constraint on MSISDNs stored in the system.
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
