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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes a recommended workaround for the Add Contact By UserID use case.  This workaround is based on the experience of OZ from current service deployments of solutions based on the OMA IMPS 1.2 specifications.

5 Recommendation

The MWG-IM group should analyse the workaround presented in this CR and accept it for inclusion in the 1.2 BCP.

13.2 Problem Analysis

The use case describes the addition of a known user.  It ties together the 3 operations of:

· adding a user to a contact list

· proactively granting access to presence attributes

· adding a user to the messaging grant list

The use case also ties together the concept of a friendly name and the initial nickname of the added user in the case where the adding user has not specified a nickname.

The added user will receive a notification in the case where he has not proactively authorized the user that is adding him.   Following this notification he can add the other user to his own contact list – repeating the use case from the other side.

The use case can be supported using existing transactions by mandating specific client and server behaviour based on the use case.  This approach has been selected in the workaround presented here.

13.3 Recommended Workaround

13.3.1 Client Behavior

When a user adds another to his contact list based on an UserID the client must sends a normal ListManageRequest transaction to the server instructing the server to add a user to the contact list.  This is required for either UserA or UserB in the use case and is not tied to the context in which UserA adds UserB (main flow or alternative flows in the use case).

The client must ask for the contact list back in the ListManageRequest transaction in the case where UserA has not provided a nickname for UserB since the server may have initialized the nickname to UserBs friendly name or userID.
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Upon reception of either a reactive authorization notification or a SystemMessage notifying UserB that he has been added to UserA’s contact list the client of UserB must provide him with the ability to add UserA to his contact list.
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13.3.2 Server Behavior

All users must be created in the system with a default attribute list containing the OnlineStatus presence attribute.  The server must also by default allow messaging towards users that have not put the sender on the block list.  Non-blocked users are therefore by default on the grant list.  The server must not allow a client to change this behaviour.  If a client tries to change the grant list behaviour or remove OnlineStatus from the default attribute list the server must return an appropriate error code.

In the scenario where the adding user has not provided a nickname the server must select the added users Alias presence attribute as the initial nickname value.  If the Alias is non-existent, or empty the server must select the added user’s userID as the initial nickname value.

The server must notify the added user.  If the client of the added user supports reactive authorization the server must send a reactive authorization notification to the client.  If the client does not support reactive authorization the server must send an Online SystemMessage notifying the added user that he has been added to the contact list of the adding user.  The server does however not send an Online System Message if turned off for this specific system message type by the receiving user.
