This CR proposes a recommended workaround for the Auto Login use case.  This workaround is based on the experience of OZ from current service deployments of solutions based on the OMA IMPS 1.2 specifications.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

13.2 Problem Analysis

The use case specifies certain client behaviour based on a client specific parameter ‘Auto-Login Settings’.  If this parameter is enabled then the client should automatically login when network connectivity is detected and the client is not already logged on.

The use case also specifies that the server should authorize the client based on the MSISDN of the mobile device.

Existing OMA IMPS specifications as described in the following workaround description can support the use case.

13.3 Recommended Workaround

13.3.1 Client Behavior

Client must implement a client site parameter ‘Auto-Login’ that specifies whether the client should automatically login when network connectivity is detected and the client is not already logged in.

If this parameter is enabled the client should start the login procedure as specified in the OMA IMPS 1.2 specifications upon detection of network connectivity.
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If the parameter is disabled the client should not start the login procedure.  It is then up to the end-user to trigger the login procedure.
13.3.2 Server Behavior

The server must authorize the client based on the MSISDN of the mobile device if applicable.
