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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes a recommended workaround for the Auto Registration use case.  This workaround is based on the experience of OZ from current service deployments of solutions based on the OMA IMPS 1.2 specifications.

13.2 Problem Analysis

The use case mandates a specific client and server behaviour for clients logging in to the IMPS system for the first time.

The main requirements are:

· The end-user account should be automatically created upon first login

· The end-user should be authenticated based on the MSISDN of the mobile device

· The client must be updated after login with the correct user-id of the user

· The end-user must be prompted for the Alias Presence Attribute upon first login

This use case can be supported through existing specifications.

13.3 Recommended Workaround

13.3.1 Client Behavior

The client logs in the IMPS system using the existing LoginRequest transaction.  Since the end-user account has not been created in the IMPS system the client may not have information about the userid / pwd for the end-user.  He may therefore insert empty strings into the userid / pwd fields.

The server authenticates the end-user and grants him access to the IMPS system.

If this is the first time that the end-user uses the IMPS client then the client must prompt the end-user with a request for the Alias Presence Attribute.  The server will use the Alias Presence Attribute as the friendly name for the user as described in the Add Contact By UserID use case.

To retrieve the user-id for the end-user the client must retrieve a list of contact lists for the end-user.  The server will always maintain a minimum of a single contact list for the end-user as defined in section 13.3.2.  The client can determine the user-id based on the contact-list address in the list of contact lists.
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13.3.2 Server Behavior

The server must create a default contact list for the end-user upon the creation of the account.  The contact list may be empty or pre-populated based on operator policy.

If the end-user does not submit a value for the Alias Presence Attribute then the sever must set the value to the user-id of the user.
