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1 Reason for Contribution

When someone sends a message to the general public, the message is called as “broadcast message.” One can receive a broadcast message delivered from the user’s group like a community, or a company can send a broadcast message for the purpose of advertising their products.

On the other hand, a user should have a choice whether he/she will receive the broadcast message or not. If a user doesn’t want to receive broadcast messages from a specific group, a community or a company, he/she can set the configuration in an IMPS client to block the message before it is delivered to the user.. 
Especially, the messages for advertisement may be useful for some users but also can be annoying to some other users. So, blocking functionality should be with the broadcast messaging. Otherwise, the broadcast messages can be spam messages to some users.

Here, we need to define types of the broadcast messages.

This contribution gives the requirement details in order to support the broadcast messaging.

2 Summary of Contribution

This proposal gives the guideline to keep a rule for sending broadcast message to the IMPS users. User can have a choice to block the types of messages which he/she doesn’t want to receive.

The purpose of this proposal is described in two parts; one is that user can send broadcast message; the other is that IMPS client can block the broadcast message a user does not want to receive in advance.

Broadcast messages are classified by purpose and by sender. An IMPS client has to show the category so that the user can block/unblock .
3 Detailed Proposal

There are several broadcast message types. The broadcast message is mostly used in the form of Group broadcast message. User groups are the discussion fora to exchange information and issues. Group users have common interest. If the administrator and one of members have information to share with other members, they can send a broadcast message to all subscribed members. 
Group broadcast message is divided by public group broadcast message and private group broadcast message. A member of the group, even not an administrator, can have an authorization for sending broadcast message. However in the group properties it should be explicitly specified that all the members are granted the right. The administrator can set the group broadcast level for the group to send broadcast message.
GroupProperties can be redefined as follow.

The other form of broadcast message is the advertisement. User who is interested in goods and events of certain company can receive this kind of message. For the advertisement message, a user requests for a company (e.g. shopping mall) to send an advertisement by an IMPS message.

Similar is informational message sent to only subscribed users from certain communities, which are not IMPS groups, as an IMPS message. 
As a result, the broadcast message is categorized by 6 types as follows, and the broadcast message types are defined by the string in the following DTD. Only an administrator and a Moderator can send a group notice broadcast message, while all the members can send group general messages.

Use Case 1
Group Notice/General Broadcast
The administrator wants to gather all members and chat with them, so he/she sends group notice broadcast for all members asking to join in the group at specific time. Similarly one of the member of the group sends a group broadcast message announcing his birthday party. The group message is arrived to all the registered members of the group no matter whether he is joined in the group or not currently. Delivery to the offline users can be implementation-dependent. One option is that group broadcast message may be delivered to the offline users by an offline message..

Use Case 2

Advertisement Broadcast
Company sends an advertisement broadcast message to an unspecified number of the general public with recent sale information. A user receives and doesn’t like to be repeatedly sent the message. So he/she blocks it by checking the message type and sub information in the Broadcast message set up Menu.
Use Case 3

Information Broadcast
SP (Service Provider) can send stock information broadcast IM message to the users who have registered in the SP site.

Use Case 4

A client accepts a broadcast message.

1. A user becomes a member of the particular group.
2. One of the members of the group sends a broadcast message to the users of the group sending Christmas greetings.
3. A client checks whether the user blocks this type of broadcast message based on the user’s setting.

4. If there is no blocking setting found for this type, a client shows the message to the user.
Use Case 5
A client rejects a broadcast message.
1. A user becomes a member of the particular group.

2. One of the members of the group sends a broadcast message to the users of the group sending Christmas greetings.

3. However the receiving user has blocked all Group General Broadcast messages, because he/she is only interested in administrational messages sent from the group administrator or moderator.

4. IM client sees his blocking option and throw away this message.
