First paragraph in section 4 “Introduction”: Change the text from:

Section 8.1.4 “Standalone SMS Binding for CIR” Change the text from:

The SMS-MO carrying the "HELO" message allows the server to discover the client's MSISDN. The WV client SHALL not periodically send a “PING” message over the CIR channel.
