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1 Reason for Change

Extensions to CPS XML DTD to support the Friendly Name as per OMA IMPS 1.3 delta requirements IMR-8 and UC5 are required.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Older version of clients and servers will not be able to recognize and process the friendly name.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

The main change to CSP requires adding the Friendly Name in the MessageInfo information element of the following messages sent from the IMPS server to a client: 

· GetMessageList-Response

· MessageNotification

· GetMessage-Response

· NewMessage
· DeliveryReport-Request
IMR-8 states that The IMPS system SHALL identify sending users by both “User ID” and “Friendly Name”. If “Friendly Name” does not exist, the IMPS system SHALL identify users by only the “User ID”.
In CPS XML DTD, a User element is defined as a child element of a Sender element which in turn is a child element of MessageInfo element as follows:

<!ELEMENT Sender (User | Group)>

<!ELEMENT User (UserID, ClientID?)>

Proposed change: We propose to make the Friendly Name a child element (with 0 or 1 occurrence) of the User element as follows:

XML examples provided in OMA-IMPS-WV-CSP_XMLS-V1_3-20050107-D for the above 5 messages do not address the User element but rather the Group element; therefore we will not propose examples for the new composition of the User element.
