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1 Reason for Change

This change request adds a new functionality to IMPS 1.3 SSP related to UC5 “Send when UserA is not on UserB contact list” and fulfils requirement IMR-8.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Older version of servers will not be able to recognize and process the friendly name.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

IMR-8 defined in OMA IMPS 1.3 delta requirements states that The IMPS system SHALL identify sending users by both “User ID” and “Friendly Name”. If “Friendly Name” does not exist, the IMPS system SHALL identify users by only the “User ID”. The main changes to SSP requires to add the friendly name to the MessageInfo information element of the following messages sent from the IMPS server to a client: 

· SendMessage-Request (needed in SSP to delivery friendly name between servers)

· GetMessageList-Response

· MessageNotification

· NewMessage
· DeliveryStatusReport
Furthermore, in order to ensure that the IMPS system shall deliver the friendly name to the destination and fulfil requirement IMR-8 we propose also to add a new clause/sub-clause to the SSP specification.

2- Proposed New Section:

We propose to add a new clause/sub-clause to SSP 1.3 to indicate how to fulfil requirement IMR-8:

<Header number: TBD> Delivery of the sender’s friendly name

When the sender of an instant message is not on a contact list of the receiver, the IMPS system shall include both the User ID and the Friendly Name of the sender. 
Since the IMPS server serving the sending user does not necessarily serves the receiving user, it does not know whether the sending user is on the receiving user contact list. Therefore, the server serving the sending user shall always include the User ID and the Friendly Name (if defined) of the sending user in the MessageInfo Information element of the following messages sent between servers using SSP:

· SendMessage-Request

· DeliveryStatusReport

The server serving the receiving user shall always include the User ID and Friendly Name (if available) of the sending user in the MessageInfo Information element of the following elements sent between servers using SSP:

· MessageNotification, 

· GetMessage-Response,  

· NewMessage, 
· DeliveryStatusReport
