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Reason for Change

IMPS CSP 1.3 specification defines the GetSPInfoRequest primitive to retrieve the information about the Service Provider.  Also the specification says that the transaction can be done by the client without even logging in to the server.  Hence GetSPInfoRequest transaction can be performed by the client irrespective of whether it has logged in to the Server or not.

Having said this, the specification defines an error condition “Not Logged In” (604) for this transaction.  Normally this error code will be returned by the server when the client attempts to perform some transaction, where the transaction requires the client to be logged in to the server first.
Hence the error condition becomes irrelevant to GetSPInfoRequest primitive.  Under these circumstances the server should not return an error namely “Not Logged In” (604).  This discrepancy needs to be corrected in the CSP specification accordingly.

The Get Service Provider information retrieves information about the Service Provider. The name of the provider as well as a multimedia message MAY be used as a splash screen or "about information", or link to a web/wap page that might contain more useful information. This transaction can be done without login in to the server.

Service unavailable. (503)

Service not agreed. (506)

ClientID not matching this user. (422)
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
