The element contains the recipient(s), message itself, and optionally delivery report request and validity. The date and time element of the Message-Info structure is not present. The server responds with the SendMessageResponse message, which contains the Message-ID in order to identify the message later.

The description of requirement SENDM-S-2 in SCR table states the condition which gives interpretation that SENDM-S-2 requirement is Optional and the Server must fill the DateTime only when it is not present in the Message-Info structure. Subsequent to this, requirement number SENDM-C-9 clearly states that Client does not include the DateTime element and SENDM-S-13 states it is included by the Server. Thereby we feel that there is a need to reframe these requirements imparting the intended meaning.
