The client MAY be interested in receiving notifications about specific events on the server. To receive these notifications, the Client MUST send a SubscribeNotificationRequest to the server including the list of notification types he would like to receive. If the list of types is not present, then all types are requested. The server MUST respond with a Status.

After successful subscription, the server MUST send the requested notifications

The subscription is not persistent through different sessions.

When the requesting client does not want to receive any more notification, it MAY unsubscribe the notification by sending an UnsubscribeNotificationRequest. The server stops delivering notification for the notification types defined in the request If no list of types  present, all the types are Unsubscribed. The server MUST respond with a Status and stop sending notifications.

If the client has subscribed to receiving notifications from the server, the server MUST send NotificationRequest to the client as soon as events matching the notification types occur. The server MUST only send out notifications of the types specified by the client in the SubscribeNotificationRequest. The Client MUST respond with a Status.
