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1 Reason for Change

The client/server does not know that the extension block in a request – that was successful otherwise – has been ignored. In some cases – when the reply would not contain extension block according to the proprietary solution – it is important for the originator to know that the extension block has been ignored. The CR proposes to add a new status code that indicates such event.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Not backwards compatible – the status code does not exist in earlier versions.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

None.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

6 Detailed Change Proposal

11.2.3 202 – Accepted

This is used to indicate that server accepted the request, but not able to receive acknowledgment about delivery to client device. The request might or might not eventually be acted upon. There is no facility for re-sending a status code from an asynchronous operation such as this.

11.2.4 203 – Extension block ignored
The client/server requested a transaction that carries an extension block, however the extension block was ignored on the terminating end – in an otherwise successful transaction. The originator of the request MUST NOT perform the behavior described in the proprietary solution, as the requested functionality was ignored.
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
