1 Reason for Change

The architectural diagram in section 5.2 in the SIMPLE AD is misleading. The diagram shows that the GM-3, IM-7, and IM-9 do not go through the IP core. Even if these reference points do not rely on SIP core, they do require IP core.

The CR proposes a slight modification to the diagram to make it clear that all the reference points require IP Core and some of them require SIP Core.
