6 Detailed Change Proposal

Messaging

In IMPS system there’s no concept of session mode messaging. Therefore whenever there is session based messaging initiated from SIMPLE IM user to an IMPS User, the following problems arise:

1. The IMPS user has no way of initiating/creating the same session backwards

2. The IWF must actually accept the session and create messaging streams without even knowing whether the IMPS user exist, the capabilities of the IMPS user and his/her online Status

In order to be able to achieve messaging interworking between the SIMPLE and IMPS domain, and emulate the session based messaging on the IMPS side

1. The IWF must assume that if there is a messaging session between two users, the session is used for all messages between them

2. When the IWF receives a request for session negotiation from the SIP/SIMPLE domain

a.  The IWF must send an SSP request on behalf of the SIMPLE user to the IMPS user in the IMPS domain to retrieve the client’s capabilities information. 

b. The capabilities should also include a query whether the IMPS user has the sender (SIMPLE IM user) in his/her block list /grant list. The query for the blocklist/grantlist is for messaging purposes and can be either part of the capabilities query or separate query –response between the IWF and IMPS Server.

c. IWF must then use these capabilities information to establish MSRP session with SIMPLE user during SIP (SDP offer/answer negotiation)

IMPS 1.3 IOP Requirements (Normative)

IMPS system and IWF SHALL be able to exchange client capability information

IMPS server MUST support SSP command/primitive (query-response) to indicate whether a recipient has blocked a sender
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
