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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is to resolve Issue 4 in the SIMPLE IM AD issue tracker document, OMA-IM-2005-0196-SIMPLE-AD-Issue-Tracker.  It proposes addition of a figure to Section 5.2 of the latest SIMPLE IM AD document.

The issue to resolve is to “Add a second diagram that reflects “interfaces” (as opposed to “reference points”) in the architecture.” The proposed second figure aligns Section 5.2 of the latest version of the SIMPLE IM AD, OMA-AD_IM_SIMPLE-V1_0_0-20050406-D.

The OMA AD template document requires showing of all those entities and interfaces that directly interact within and outside its domain. Section 5.2 of the document contains the following diagram:

A similar diagram can be drawn based on the SIMPLE IM Architecture that is currently in Section 5.2 of the SIMPLE IM AD document. The figure below presents such a diagram along with some description of its components and the revisions that are proposed for Section 5.2.
