Change 1: Add the following new text in TBD.
X Add to contact and grant lists and authorize presence transaction

X.1 Transaction

To add one or more user(s) to a contact list and to the grant list of the requesting user and to authorize him/her to  see the online status presence attribute of the requesting user in one transaction, the client SHALL send a ListManageRequest primitive to the server with the Add-Nick-list identifying the user(s) to be added. F
If the contact list has not been already added to the grant list or if the online status of the requesting user has not been assigned to the presence attribute list of the contact list, then the client SHALL set the flag AuthorizeAndGrant  to true in order to add the user(s) individually to the grant list of the requesting user or to assign the online status to the presence attributes list of the contact list; otherwise the default value false is assumed.  
When the server receives the ListManageRequest primitive to add user(s) to a contact list, to the grant list and to authorize access to the online status presence attribute of the requesting user, the server SHALL:

· Add each user in the contact list indicated in the ListManageRequest primitive, if it exists.

· 
· If the flag AuthorizeAndGrant  was set to true, the server SHALL add the user(s) individually to the grant list of the requesting user and assign the online status to the presence attribute list of the contact list. If the contact list does not have a presence attribute list, the server SHALL create one containing the online status presence attribute.    

· The server SHALL return a ListManageResponse primitive to the client.
