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1 Reason for Change

The SIMPLE IM AD “Issues Tracker” table contains an item to “Add a second diagram that reflects “interfaces” (as opposed to “reference points”) in the architecture.” This CR is to resolve this issue and proposes the second figure based on the review comments received on the OMA-IM-2005-0195 document during the SIMPLE IM Group meeting in Singapore.

During the discussion of the “OMA-IM-2005-0195 document in Singapore, the question of adding a second diagram to reflects “interfaces” (in addition to the figure with “reference points”) in the architecture was addressed. Specifically, the meeting agreed to the following fixes in the figure of IC # 0195:

1. Adjust the direction of arrows, 

2. Take into account IF on each side, 

3. Add Charging and Device Management (DM) entities, and also perhaps 

4. Combine aggregation proxy and shared XDMS into one box. 

In a separate email thread, the need to add the Device Management (DM) server as another external entity interacting with the SIMPLE IM Server was also discussed. Adding DM will be consistent with the text of the AD describing IM server’s interactions with external entities in Sections 4. 

This contribution is in fulfilment of these requests and resolution of Item 3 in the current SIMPLE IM AD Issue Tracker Table, and adds a second figure to Section 5.2 and a brief description of the DM to Section 5.4.6 of the latest SIMPLE IM AD, OMA-AD_IM_SIMPLE-V1_0_0-20050429-D.doc.
