6 Detailed Change Proposal

In the case of deferred messaging, an additional role that an IM server may assume was introduced in “OMA-IM-2005-0314-IM-Server-Role-Description” In essence the new role will contain several features and function specific to offering “deferred Messaging “ services. In the presence of these changes or proposal, depending on the set of functions the IM Server is executing or the service it is offering, the IM server may assume 3 different roles.  The three major roles that the IM server may assume can now be categorized as follows:

Participating Function


To support incoming and outgoing traffic 


Enforcement of access and privacy/policy rules

Controlling Function


Supports Chat/Text conferences


Supports group exploder functions

Deferred Messaging


Supports Store and Forwarding functions
