Two scenarios for storing IMs exist:
1. Pager Mode Messaging 
2. MSRP 
X.X.1 Pager Mode Messaging

Pager Mode Messaging is employed when Client A sends a SIP MESSAGE [RFC3428] to Client B.

Client A sends Pager Mode Message to Client B. If the Client B is inaccessible, the message MAY be stored in a Database. If the Message is stored in a Database, the IM server SHALL return “202 Accepted”. If the Message is not stored in the Database, the IM server SHALL return “603 Declined”.

X.X.2 MSRP

MSRP is employed when Client A and B have setup a session [MSRP].

Client A sends a message to Client B when the session is set up between them. If the Client B is inaccessible for IM due to e.g. loss of coverage, the message MAY be stored in a Database. If the Message is stored in a Database, the IM server SHALL return “202 Accepted”. If the Message is not stored in the Database, the IM server SHALL return “603 Declined”.
