3 Detailed Proposal

Agreements:

· Session transcripts will be stored as an XML document.

· XCAP will be employed to select and retrieve (parts of) metadata of a conversation. The Client MAY use other protocol than XCAP to retrieve the corresponding conversation from the Conversation Storage Database.
· Storing IM and contents in a Conversation Storage Database storage.
· 
· The metadata must contain the size, content type, time of receipt, etc.

· Storage must provide list of available conversation history.
· Storage should be able to handle bulk update, e.g. a complete conversation
· 
· The IM server stores the conversation to the Conversation Storage Database.

· Upon session completion and user request, the IM Server will then store the conversations in the Conversation Storage Database.
Open issues:
· Storage should be fast enough to capture the transcripts.( Obvious, see 329R01)
· The IM server and the storage has XCAP interface with each other. (Not necessary)
· The IM server should have a temporary storage to store message. (Not necessary. It is an implementation issue) 
· XCAP will be employed to select and retrieve (parts of) conversation. No requirement for retrieving the parts. Also XCAP does not have to be employed to retrieve the conversations. Other protocols can be used. Protocol such as HTTP, FTP, etc.
· It must be possible for users to select and retrieve parts a session transcript. Nice thing but not a put hold on it since there is no requirement for it now.
