IM Storage Server 

The IM Storage Server manages content for the IM service allowing the IM Server to store instant messaging content within and supports retrieval of that content by IM Clients. The IM Storage Server SHOULD be provisioned in the IM service.  
The IM Storage Server SHALL be able to:

· Store IM conversations (histories).
· Store IM deferred messages when a user sends a SIP Message [RFC 3428] or a Pager Mode Message with MSRP [MSRP] to an end user.
· Store any multimedia content contained within conversation histories or deferred messages.

· Record the time when each item was stored.
A user MAY request the network to store a particular IM conversation. When requested, the IM Storage Server SHALL deliver the conversation to the requesting user.

The IM-11 reference point supports communication between the IM Server and IM Storage Server. The protocol for the IM-11 reference point is HTTP.
The IM-11 reference point provides the following functions:
· The IM Server stores IM content related to the IM Service in the IM Storage Server.

· The IM Server retrieves IM content related to the IM Service from the IM Storage Server.

Reference Point IP-1: SIP/IP Core ( SIP/IP Core

The IP-1 reference point supports the communication between the SIP/IP Cores.  The protocol for the IP-1 reference point is SIP.

The IP-1 reference point SHALL support the following:

· communication and forwarding of SIP signalling messaging between SIP/IP Cores
· transfer of inter-provider charging information.
When SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, then the IP-1 reference point SHALL conform to the Mw reference point [3GPP TS 23.002] and [3GPP2 X.P0013.0].
