1 Reason for Contribution

The purpose of this contribution is to provide a technical solution for sending of notifications for deferred IM service.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution discusses a solution alternative for the deferred IM service notification mechanism.

3 Detailed Proposal

5.1 Background

The purpose of this contribution is to provide a technical solution for sending of notifications for deferred IM service, by providing a SIP MESSAGE based solution that satisfies the requirements for deferred messaging.

5.2 Getting information on client status

The IM client IMS registers and adds a feature tag=OMA-SIP-IM.ORG in the SIP REGISTER

The SIP core has a trigger (iFC) to send a 3rd party REGISTER to the Messaging AS when the IM client registers and de-register
The AS is now aware of the registered user and that the user has an OMA-SIP capable phone 
Editor’s note: The AS may need to send additional SUBSCRIBE to SIP Core to get additional info.

5.3 Sending notifications from the IM server to the client using the SIP MESSAGE Method

The MESSAGE method [RFC3428] is an extension to SIP that allows the transfer of messages to the client. The MESSAGE request carries the content in the form of MIME body parts, and does not initiate a SIP dialog.  Thus, each MESSAGE request is independent and no session states are stored in the system.

The IM server addresses the IM User Agent on the terminal by specifying an appropriate value in the Accept-contact header field of the MESSAGE (a.k.a. feature tag). Example: Accept-Contact = +oma.sip-im.org. The value of the feature tag need to be unique and is a matter for further specification.
