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1 Reason for Change

When a user migrates from the IMPS to the SIMPLE service, he may get a new user ID under the sip scheme and the SIMPLE service.  The allocation of a new User ID causes some problems and a disruptive service condition because the new SIMPLE user is still known to the IMPS system and his IMPS friends by his former IMPS user ID. This situation is related to the IWF RD use cases 5.1 and 5.2 [1] and the requirements are provided in [2].

To ensure a smooth and continuous service this CR proposes to add a new CSP general notification type to inform relevant IMPS users about the migration of a user to the SIMPLE service and to provide them with the new sip user ID so that they can update their various lists (contact, authorization and grant/block lists).
This new notification will ensure that:

1. When a user migrates from IMPS to SIMPLE he will still be able to subscribe and get the presence notifications of IMPS users he was entitled to get when he was an IMPS user.

2. IMPS users will be able to subscribe to his presence information and get the presence information they were entitled to get when he was an IMPS user.
