6 Detailed Change Proposal

All entry types in the current resource list draft [http://www.ietf.org/internet-drafts/draft-ietf-simple-xcap-list-usage-05.txt]  (<entry>, <list>, <entry-ref> and <external>) can be supported in OMA XDM

The <external> element is used to reference a URI list stored in the Shared XDMS. The <external> element can contain either an XCAP document pointing to a <resource-lists> or an XCAP node pointing to a <list> element within a <resource-list> document [OMAx-TS-XDM_Core-V1_0-20050415-C, 6.6]. The ability of a <list> element in the <resource list> to contain other <list> elements means that a resource list can be   hierarchically structured.

Thus a “Nested list” in this context is define as the case where one or several <list> elements of a stored Uri-list in the Shared XDMS also contain <list> elements i.e. a list inside a list.

TERMINOLOGY FOR THE AD:

Nested List: When a <list> element(s) in a <resource list> document contain other <list> elements 

The definition of a Group in IM includes a group URI that comprises the list of the URIs of the members of the group. The individual URI in the IM group may either point to an individual contact or a group. Nested Group results in IM Group when one or several URIs in the member list of the group URI refers to a group URI

TERMINOLOGY FOR THE AD:
Nested Group:  When a URI of a member of an IM group URI points to a group URI by itself
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
