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1 Reason for Change

This contribution is to change the text for all functions of the SIMPLE-IMPS inter-working function (IWF) entity to ensure that no function is initiated in the IWF and the roles it plays are of intermediate nature such as message translation, conversion, transformation, mapping, transfer or relay.

The IMPS-SIMPLE Inter-working function (IWF) document, OMA-AD-IMPS_SIMPLE_IWF-V0_2-20050608, be revised to include the proposed changes.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

During the discussion of Document # 378 (OMA-IM-2005-0378-IWF-Comments-To-IMPS-SIMPLE-IWF-AD), a settled point was re-emphasized, and that is “no function should be initiated in the SIMPLE-IMPS inter-working function (IWF) entity. In other words, all IM functions are initiated and/or triggered in either IM Client or IM Server. Following this understanding, the content of the proposal in Doc#378 was corrected for the IWF (e.g., from “Generate Delivery Report” to “Mapping of Delivery Report”) as modified in 378R01. 

In pursuing the same principle, this contribution proposes more corrections to the IMPS-SIMPLE IWF AD to change the text for the IWF not to initiate but to play a go-between role. In other words, the IWF should only play intermediate roles (e.g., convey, translate, convert, map, transfer) between IMPS and SIMPLE IM servers. 

Below, all necessary changes are shown and they are proposed to be incorporated into Section 5.3.3 of the IMAPS-SIMPLE IWF AD document, OMA-AD-IMPS_SIMPLE_IWF-V0_2-20050608.

5.3.3 Interworking Function (IWF)

The Interworking Function is responsible for the following functions:

· Message conversions between IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE protocols including SIP/SIMPLE session based messaging

· Subscribe dialog transfer towards the SIP/IP Core 

· Subscribe presence dialog transfer towards the IMPS Server

· Mapping of messages towards IMPS system and SIP/IP Core

· Handling of differences in subscription functionalities (e.g., refreshes, fetches and converting subscriptions) on behalf of clients between IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE domain 
· Information format conversions

· Mapping of Presence attributes

· Protocol and Primitive conversion between IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE 

· Extend Search Functionality between IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE domain by relaying the search request from one domain to the other.
· Mapping of delivery reports

· Mapping and transferring of appropriate error code responses
The Interworking Function may also be responsible for the following functions:

· Conveying charging information and if needed conversion of information format.
· Conveying presence information filtering and 
notifications.
