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1 Reason for Change

This contribution is to change the text for all functions of the SIMPLE-IMPS inter-working function (IWF) entity to ensure technically accurate description of the IWF and the roles that it plays are of intermediate nature for message dialog initiation, difference handling,  conversion, mapping, transfer or relay. 

This revised version is based on the discussion on this CR during the Montreal meeting of the IM group. It incorporated the conclusion of the meeting that, in some cases, the IWF does initiate certain.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

During the discussion of Document # OMA-IM-2005-617-SIMPLE-CR-IWF_Roles, a settled point was re-emphasized, and that is “no new IM functions should be initiated in the SIMPLE-IMPS inter-working function (IWF) entity. In other words, all IM functions are initiated and/or triggered in either IM Client or IM Server and only function required for performing the interworking roles may be initiated in the IWF. Following this understanding, 
this contribution proposes corrections to the IMPS-SIMPLE IWF AD to change the text for the functions performed by the IWF entityas a go-between the SIP/SIMPLE and IMPS servers. In other words, the IWF should only play intermediate roles (e.g., message dialog initiation, difference handling,  conversion, mapping, transfer or relay) between IMPS and SIMPLE IM servers. 

Below, all necessary changes are shown and they are proposed to be incorporated into Section 5.3.3 of the IMAPS-SIMPLE IWF AD document, OMA-AD-IMPS_SIMPLE_IWF-V0_2-20050608.

5.3.3 Interworking Function (IWF)

The Interworking Function is responsible for the following functions:

· Message conversions between IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE protocols including SIP/SIMPLE session based messaging

· SUBSCRIBE presence dialog initiations towards the SIP/IP Core, triggered by IMPS subscription towards SIP User  
· SUBSCRIBE presence dialog initiationstowards the IMPS Server, triggered by a SIP subscription towards an IMPS user
· Handling of differences in subscription functionalities (e.g., refreshing, fetching and converting subscriptions) between IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE domain on behalf of clients
· Handling of differences between IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE domain in notification functionalities (e.g. partial notifications, filtering)
· Mapping of messages towards IMPS system and SIP/IP Core

· Information format conversions

· Mapping of Presence attributes

· Protocol and Primitive conversion between IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE 

· Extend Search Functionality between IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE domain by relaying the search request from one domain to the other.
· Mapping of delivery reports

· Mapping and transferring of appropriate error code responses
The Interworking Function may also be responsible for the following functions:

· Generating IWF specific charging information
