In reviewing the SIMPLE IM architecture in Document OMA-AD-IM_SIMPLE-V1_0_0-20050923-D for preparation for the final review by the ARC group, several points related to the charging entity and its reference points were identified as being either inaccurate or out of date. 

 This CR is aimed at making necessary changes to alleviate the problems.

5 Recommendation

The MCC xx document have gone through several rounds of revisions and updates since the last update of the charging aspects of the SIMPLE IM architecture. As a  result, the IM architecture document (AD) should be revised to align with revisions that MCC. IN reviewing and comparing the two documents, the following revisions in the SIMPLE IM AD seem to be necessary:

· Revisions of Section 5.2 for the “Charging” box in Figure 1, change the label from “Charging” to “Charging Enabler” for the reference point CH-x to represent all reference points to various charging entities. 

· Revision of Section 5.4.5 for the section title from “Charging Entity” to “Charging Enabler.” 

· Revision of Section 5.5, in its last sentence, for changing the text “C-1 from the IM Enabler to charging entity” to “CH-x from IM Enabler to Charging Enabler.” 

· Revision of Section 5.5.11 for the title Change highlighted text to” CH-x: IM Server to Charging Enabler”. . .  The two paragraphs of this section should be replaced with one sentence to state that all charging reference points, CH-1, CH-2 and CH-3 are explained in the MCC’s Charging Enabler AD document and all references be directed to [OMA-Charging].

· Revision of Section 2.2 for the update of the reference to MCC’s Charging AD and the removal of all references to 3GPP and 3GPP2 Offline and Online Charging specifications. References to all these 3GPP and 3GPP2 documents are imbedded in the reference to [OMA-Charging] anyway.
All these proposed changes are shown in the next Detailed Change Proposal section.

5.4.5    Charging Enabler
The OMA charging model states that its “Charging Enabler” facilitates interaction between various OMA service enablers and the charging functional entity (either offline, online or both), which may reside in various domains, e.g., 3GPP/3GPP2 Service Provider [OMA-Charging]. As an external entity residing in the operator's domain this charging entity takes various roles, which network operators and/or service providers need to perform the charging activities.
