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1 Reason for Change

A number of new requirements were discussed and agreed in the IM group to be added to the currently existing approved IM RD, OMA-RD_IM-V1_0_8-20050210-A. This list has been prepared for discussion and decision in the joint IM-REQ meeting on 19 October 2005. 

The IM group in its meeting of Tuesday 18 October, discussed and prioritized fulfilment of these requirements in the current and future releases. A total of 5 requirement items (out of 10) were identified and agreed for inclusion in the current release of the SIMPLE IM Enabler Release Package. These five requirements are listed in Table 2 of Section 6.
