5.2 Definitions

	Peer-to-Peer

	One-to-Many
	One user sends messages to a group of users using pager mode. Typically, the user sends messages to a uri-list or group name.

	One-to-One
	One user sends instant message to another user. It includes Peer-to-Peer, pager mode with only one receiver and ah hoc chat with only two participants.

	Conference
	A conference is an instance of a multi-party conversation and it means a chat session in SIMPLE IM.

	Many-to-Many
	It is also called as Conference in SIMPLE IM.

	Pager mode
	It is a case to send instant messages in which the responses are not corresponding with the request. 
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
