3.2 Definitions

	Ad hoc Chat
	An IM session for multiple users that does not involve the use of predefined groups. The list of users for the Ad hoc Chat are collected on-the-fly and disappears after the Ad hoc Chat session ends. Note that pager mode communication does not constitute an Ad hoc Chat.

	Conference focus
	A central element in the ‘Controlling IM Function’ that maintains direct relationship with each participant by means of a SIP dialog. Each dialog can belong to a different SIP session i.e. Maintains the SIP dialogue in the IM conference session

	Controlling IM Function
	Controlling IM Function provides centralized session handling, MSRP message relay between conference participants, participants information, and executes conference control policies i.e acts as a IM conference server

	Conversation
	An ordered exchange of immediate messages in the context of a session between users.

	Conversation History
	 A record of a user’s IM communication during IM sessions and pager mode messages that can be recalled later. The Conversation History includes both the messages exchanged as well as supplementary descriptive information (e.g., topics, list of participants, and time of communication).
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
