5.3.2.4.1 Participating IM Function

· Provides SIP session handling
· Provides policy enforcement for incoming/outgoing IM

· Service authorisation

·  IM user service profile

· Preferences, User privacy
· Execution of IM network Inbox configuration and settings

· Blocklist/ Rejectlist, etc

· Provides message delivery requirements

· Storage requirements

· Message filtering 

· Maintains and executes IM Service settings
· Charging reports, may be optional, if detailed charging reports are not required in some network

· Legal interception, optional
When the Participating IM Function is on the IM media path, it SHALL:

· Convey MSRP Media packets between the IM Client and the Controlling IM Function

An IM server performs Controlling IM Function role, when the set of functions it performs for a particular active IM session includes:

The IM server SHALL store IM Deferred Messages. The Deferred Message Storage Database SHALL be employed when a user sends a SIP Message [RFC 3428] or a Pager Mode Message with MSRP [MSRP] to an end user.
5.3.2.4.6 IM Conversation Storage Database Function

The IM server MAY store IM Conversations. If the IM server supports IM Conversation History Function, the IM Conversation Storage Database SHALL be employed when a user request the storage of a conversation, the retrieval of a function or any Conversation History Management function (e.g. delete). 
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
