7.x.x       IM service settings server procedure

7.x.x.1    IM service settings publish procedure
Upon receiving a SIP PUBLISH request with the Event header set to 'service-settings' according to rules and procedures of [RFC3903] and [draft-poc-isb-am], the PoC Server:
· 1. SHALL perform the actions to verify the Authenticated Originator's IM Address and authorize the request and if it is not authorized the IM Server SHALL return a SIP 403 "Forbidden" response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps; 
· 2. SHALL check whether the Authenticated Originator’s IM Address is allowed to publish the service setting information.  Users are only allowed to publish his own service settings.  If it is not allowed the IM Server SHALL respond with a SIP 403 “Forbidden” response to the originating network. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
· 3. SHALL ignore the ‘Expires’ header field;
· 4. SHALL set service setting of the publisher according the values in the SIP PUBLISH;
· 5. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" or a SIP 202 "Accepted" response to the SIP PUBLISH request according to rules and procedures of  [RFC3903];
· 6.  SHALL send the SIP response towards the IM Client according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core;

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the IM Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.

7.x.x.2     IM service settings subscribe procedure

Upon receiving a SIP SUBSCRIBE request with the Event header set to ‘service settings’ according to rules and procedures of [RFC3265] and [draft-poc-isb-am],  the PoC Server:
· 1. SHALL perform the actions to verify the Authenticated Originator's IM Address and authorize the request and if it is not authorized the IM Server SHALL return a SIP 403 "Forbidden" response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps; 

· 2. SHALL check whether the Authenticated Originator’s IM Address is allowed to subscribe to service setting information.  Users are only allowed to subscribe to his own service settings.  If it is not allowed the IM Server SHALL respond with a SIP 403 “Forbidden” response to the originating network. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

· 3. SHALL check whether the ‘Expires’ header field value is set to ‘0’ (immediate fetch).  If not, the IM Server SHALL respond with a SIP 403 “Forbidden” response to the originating network. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
· 4. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" or a SIP 202 "Accepted" response to the SIP SUBSCRIBE request according to rules and procedures of  [RFC3265];

· 5. SHALL set the Contact header of the SIP response to the address of the IM Server;

· 6.  SHALL send the SIP response towards the IM Client according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core;

· 7. SHALL generate a SIP NOTIFY request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3265];

· 8. SHALL set the Event header to the value 'service-settings';

· 9. SHALL include the current values of the service settings of the Subscriber

· 10. SHALL send the SIP NOTIFY request to the PoC Client according to rules and procedure of the SIP/IP Core.
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the IM Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
