6 Detailed Change Proposal
6.1 IM CLIENT ORIGINATING PROCEDURES

6.2.1.4.1 IM Client sending a Group Advertisement

Upon a request from a IM User to send a Group Advertisement, the IM Client: 

· 1. SHALL generate a SIP MESSAGE request according to rules and procedures of  [RFC3428]; 

· 2. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the IM feature-tag '+g.oma.sip-im ' along with ‘require’ and ‘explicit’ parameters according to rules and procedures of [RFC 3841];

· 3. SHALL include IM specific content in the form of MIME vnd.im.group-advertisement+xml body.  The IM Client:
a) SHALL include the <Group> element with the “type” attribute set to

i. “dialed-in” in the case of a Chat IM Group; or

ii. “dialed-out” in case of a Pre-arranged IM Group. 
b) MAY include the <display name> element with the value set to IM Group Name of the IM Group; 

c) SHALL include the <uri> element with the value set to the IM Group Identity of the IM Group; and,

d) MAY optionally include free text in the <note> element.  
NOTE 1: The vnd.im.group-advertisement+xml is specified in the subclause E.x.x "Group Advertisement".

· 4. SHALL set the Request-URI according to the IM User's selection to a IM Address of a IM User, or to a IM Group Identity identifying a Chat IM Group or a Pre-arranged IM Group, or to an Exploder-URI identifying a SIP MESSAGE URI-list serviceaccording to rules and procedures of [draft-uri-list-message], if the Exploder-URI is provisioned for IM Client;

· 5. SHALL include the IM Address of the IM User in the Authenticated Originator's IM Address as specified in subclause 5.2 “Authenticated Originator's IM Address”;

· 6. SHALL include the User-Agent header to indicate the IM release version as specified in subclause C.4.1 “Release version in User-agent and Server headers”; and,
· 7. SHALL send the SIP MESSAGE request towards the IM Server according to the procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

NOTE 2:
Privacy cannot be applied with Group Advertisement. If anonymity is required by the sending IM User, the Group Advertisement should not be sent, because the IM Server will reject the request.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the IM Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
