6 Detailed Change Proposal
6.1 IM CLIENT ORIGINATING PROCEDURES

6.1.2.7 SIP Session refresh

Prior to the expiry of the SIP Session timer the IM Client:

· 1. SHALL generate either a SIP UPDATE request or a SIP re-INVITE request as specified in subclause 6.1.4.1 "General";
· 2. SHOULD include the Session-Expires header with the refresher parameter set to 'uac' according to rules and procedures of [RFC 4028];
· 3. SHALL include option tag timer in the Supported header; and,
· 4. SHALL send the SIP request towards the IM Server according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds to 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the IM Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS Session refresh mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
