6 Detailed Change Proposal
6.1 IM CLIENT ORIGINATING PROCEDURES

6.1.1 User Plane 

4.2.1.4 General

When inviting, being invited or joining a IM Session, the IM Clients SHALL negotiate the codec(s) and Media Parameters with the invited IM Client or the IM Server by using SDP within SIP communication.

Allowed Media Parameters to be used in a near real-time communication are specified in 3GPP TS 26.141

4.2.1.5 IM Session

5. If the IM Client intends to render the message on the recipient IM client, the IM Client SHALL offer supported codecs and corresponding Media Parameters intended for IM Service in the SDP offer payload to the IM Server, when initiating an IM Session.

6. When the IM Client receives the invitation that contains a SDP including the granted codec(s) and Media Parameters, the IM Client SHALL use the granted codec(s) and Media Parameters.

7. If the IM client does not want the content to be rendered automatically to the receiver, but only on express action of the receiver, then the sending IM client:

· MUST add a Content-Disposition header field ‘attachment’ according to [RFC 2183] to the MSRP SEND]

8. The IM client MAY refer to content external to the media session. Then the content type SHOULD be set to message/external body in according to rules and procedures in [draft-ietf-sip-content-indirect-mech-05]
8.2.1.4 Pager Mode SIP Session

9. If the IM Client intends to render the message on the recipient IM client, the IM Client SHALL offer supported codecs and corresponding Media Parameters intended for IM Service in the SDP offer payload to the IM Server, when initiating an IM Session.

10. When IM Client receives response to the Pager Mode SIP session request that contains a SDP answer including the granted codec(s) and Media Parameters, the IM Client SHALL use the granted codec(s) and Media Parameters.

11. The IM Client MAY use Content-Disposition headers according to [RFC 2183] in the MSRP SEND according to rules and procedures of [draft-ietf-simple-message-sessions-13.txt]

12. The IM client MAY refer to content external to the media session. Then the content type SHOULD be set to message/external body in according to rules and procedures in [draft-ietf-sip-content-indirect-mech-05]
13. If the IM client does not want the content to be rendered automatically to the receiver, but only on express action of the receiver, then the sending IM client:

· SHALL add a Content-Disposition header field ‘attachment’ according to  [RFC 2183] to the MSRP SEND according to rules and procedures of [draft-ietf-simple-message-sessions-13.txt]

6.2.1 User Plane  

13.2.1.4 Receiving a INVITE for IM Session

14. When the IM Client is invited to an IM Session, the SIP message contains the SDP offer with the codec(s) and Media Parameters offered for the IM Session.

15. The Invited IM Client SHALL respond with supported codec(s) and Media Parameters to the IM Server in the SDP answer of the invitation response (e.g. in the SIP 200 “OK” response).

16. If the MSRP Media Session’s SEND header contains a Content-Disposition header field is set to ‘attachment’ [RFC 2183], it should be treated accordingly and not rendered directly on the terminal.

17. If the body includes references to content external to the media session described as Content-Type: message/external-body; they SHOULD be stored and treated in according to rules and procedures in [draft-ietf-sip-content-indirect-mech-05]
17.2.1.4 Receiving a INVITE for Pager Mode SIP Session

18. When the IM Client is invited to a Pager Mode SIP Session, the SIP message contains the SDP offer with the codec(s) and Media Parameters offered for the IM Session.

19. The Invited IM Client SHALL respond with supported codec(s) and Media Parameters to the IM Server in the SDP answer of the invitation response (e.g. in the SIP 200 “OK” response).

20. If the MSRP Media Session’s SEND header contains a Content-Disposition header field set to ‘attachment’ [RFC 2183], it should be treated accordingly and not rendered directly on the terminal.

21. If the body includes references to content external to the media session described as Content-Type: message/external-body; they SHOULD be stored and treated in according to rules and procedures in [draft-ietf-sip-content-indirect-mech-05]
