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1 Reason for Contribution

The group session end criteria to be clarified more. 

2 Summary of Contribution

It is discussed whether MWG-IM should propose adding requirements regarding the end criteria of a Group session to group definition stored at Shared Group XDMS. It is proposed to add criteria “if the initiator/ creator of the Group Session leaves”.

3 Detailed Proposal

See Shared Group XDM TS for the current content of the shared group definition. Related to the Group Session end criteria there are currently defined the following:

· ending time and date (exact or conditional)

· the “conditional” end criteria may contain e.g. the latest time when the group is active (if participants) or the session ends if no participants.

These definitions are mainly based on the IM RD’s requirements: CHAT-7 and CHAT-8. “A chat room SHALL exist as long as there are users participating in conversation.” And “A Chat room SHALL be erased (no longer be available at users contact list) after some time that no user is participating in it….”.

Additionally, it might make sense to have possibility to define end criteria for “if the initiator or creator of the Group Session leaves”. This could be useful because of charging reasons if the creator of the Group session pays the conversation. 
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
