6 Detailed Change Proposal

1.1.1.1 Creating SIP Session History

On receipt of the initial SIP INVITE request the IM History Function: 

· 1. SHALL reject the SIP INVITE request with an appropriate reject code as specified in [RFC3261] e.g.

a) when a P-Asserted-Identity is not presence
b) when the IM History determines that there is not enough resources to handle the IM Session; 

· 2.    SHALL check whether the Accept-Contact header includes the feature-tag '+g.oma.sip-im' and if it does not the IM Server SHALL return a SIP 403 “Forbidden” response. 

· 3. SHALL store the list of supported SIP methods if received in the Allow header; and,
· 4. SHALL store as the IM Session Identity the content of the Contact header.
When generating SIP responses other than the SIP 100 "Trying" to the received initial SIP request the IM Client:

· 1. SHALL generate SIP responses according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261]; 
· 2. SHALL include Server header to indicate the IM release version as specified in subclause xxx “Release version in User-agent and Server headers”;

· 3. SHOULD include an Allow header with all supported SIP methods; 
· 4. SHALL include the IM Address of the IM User as the Authenticated Originator's IM Address as specified in subclause xxx “Authenticated Originator's IM Address”.
The IM History Function:

· 1. SHALL validate that the inviting Party is the controlling function by validate that the “isfocus” feature tag is present.
· 2. SHALL validate that the Media Parameters and at least one codec offered in the SIP INVITE request are acceptable to the IM History Function, and if not, reject the request with a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

· 3. SHALL validate that the SDP parameter direction attribute
· a) if the direction attribute is not a= sendonly or a=recvonly consider the session to be an IM Session and the History XDMS element type SHOULD be set to type="im-session"

· b) if the direction attribute is a= sendonly consider the session to be an Pager Mode Session and the History XDMS element type SHOULD be set to type="pager-mode"

· 4. SHALL store the all SIP Headers 
· 5. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP INVITE request as specified in the subclause 6.2.1.1 "General" 

If the IM History Function accepts the SIP Session invitation;  

· 6. SHALL include a MIME SDP body as a SDP answer in the SIP 200 "OK" response according to rules and procedures of [RFC3264] and [RFC2327] as follows:

a) the IP address and port number at the IM Client for the MSRP Session;

b) the codec(s) and Media Parameters acceptable by the IM Server for the IM service selected from those in the SDP offer contained in the incoming SIP INVITE request;
7 SHALL, if the IM History Function accepts the SIP Session invitation, and interact with the User Plane as specified in xxxx “ IM User Plane”. 

· 8. If the session is an IM Session then, the IM History Function SHALL subscribe to the Conference State Event Package by sending a SIP SUBSCRIBE request to obtain information of the status of an IM Session according to chapter 6.2.13 IM Client subscription to the conference state event package
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the IM Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS Session establishment mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
