The following terms are used erroneously in the IM TS and should be removed:
1. Pre-established session: This term refers to a special kind of session where signalling is executed before session set up. It is used exclusively for PoC and should not appear in the IM TS. Therefore sections 7.4.2.13 and 7.4.2.14 should be removed.

2. Chat IM: Not clear what this refers to but to be consistent we should remove this term since it is used only once in section 7.9.2.1.1 and is not defined.
