7.4.4.2 SIP NOTIFY request

If the IM Server performing the Participating IM Function receives an incoming SIP NOTIFY request that is part of the same dialog as the previously sent SIP SUBSCRIBE request, the IM Server:

· 1. SHALL send the SIP NOTIFY request towards the IM Client along the signalling path; and,
· 2. SHALL forward the response along the signalling path to the originating network when the Invited IM Client responds and a response is received from the invited IM Address.
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the IM Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms and procedures according to rules and procedures of [ TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
