       Other perfect method to solve the problem that the invited member of group exceeds the <max-participant-count>, the IM server inform the sender some user did not invited into the chat, which include the users’ information.

Pager Mode SIP Session initiation Policy
In the case of a Pre-defined IM Group, if the Originator’s IM Address is allowed to initiate the pager mode IM Session according to <allow-initiate-conference> as specified in [Group-XDM Specification], then the IM Server performing the Controlling IM Function SHALL initiate the pager mode IM Session.

In the case of a Pre-defined IM Group, the IM Server performing the Controlling IM Function SHALL invite IM Group Members contained in the <list> element of the Group document as specified in [Group-XDM Specification] if the value of the <invite-members> element is ‘true’. 
If the number of IM Group Members exceeds <max-participant-count> as specified in [Group-XDM Specification], the IM Server performing the Controlling IM Function SHALL  reject the SIP session initiation request.
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
