6 Detailed Change Proposal


7.4.2.9 SIP BYE request from the Controlling IM Function
Upon receiving a SIP BYE request from the IM Server performing the Controlling IM Function an IM Server acting as a B2BUA:

· 1. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response and send it towards the IM Server performing the Controlling IM Function according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core;

· 2. SHALL release User Plane resource associated with the SIP Session with the IM Server performing the Controlling IM Function, if it had inserted itself in the transport path for the ongoing session, and,

· 3. SHALL send a SIP BYE request towards the IM Client according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

Upon receiving a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP BYE request the IM Server SHALL release User Plane resources associated with the SIP Session with the IM Client. 
When acting as a SIP proxy rules and procedures as specified in [RFC3261] SHALL be applied.
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the IM Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of  [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
