Why Deffered Messaging is reserved to IM Pager-mode? It shall also be available for Ad hoc chat with two or more participants
	Status: CLOSED
Deferred Messaging is reserved only for IM Pager-mode because Deferred Messaging is for recipients that are offline. An IM Session (non-pager mode) cannot be established with a user that is offline. Thus, an offline user cannot receive deferred messages. In this case, the sender can only transmit pager mode messages to the offline user.
For example:
If a user A  tries to set up an IM Session with B and B is not available. The IM session fails, but  the user may leave a message to B. That message will be set up as a pager mode message from the application level.
e.g. a user in a chat session can leave a deferred message.
