8.2.2 Request Originated by the Controlling Function

82.2.1 SIP MESSAGE requests

When the IM Server supports the sending of a SIP MESSAGE to a IM Address, the IM Server:

·  1. SHALL generate a SIP MESSAGE request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3428];

·  2. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the IM feature-tag '+g.oma.sip-im' along with ‘explicit’ parameters according to rules and procedures of [RFC3841];
· 3. SHALL set the Request-URI to the IM Address of the intended message recipient; 
· 4. SHALL perform one of the following if the SIP MESSAGE is to be sent to more than one IM User:
· generate a SIP MESSAGE for each member of the list according to procedures defined in [draft-ietf-sipping-uri-list-message-04.txt], if the SIP MESSAGE was received for an Ad-hoc Group; 
· generate a SIP MESSAGE to each member of the IM Group or Participant of an on-going  Session , if the SIP MESSAGE was received for a Pre-defined Group or an on-going Session URI respectively, with the following additional clarifications:
a)  SHALL set the Authenticated Originator's IM Address to the ‘P-Asserted-Identity’ header field as specified in sub-clause 5.2 “Authenticated Originator's IM Address”;
b) SHALL set the Session Identity to the ‘From’ header field in case of an Ad-hoc Group Session; or,

c) SHALL set the IM Group Identity with the Session Type uri-parameter  in case of the Pre-defined Group or on-going Session to the ‘From’ header field 
· 4. SHALL forward the SIP MESSAGE request towards the SIP/IP Core according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the IM Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
